I guess my first experience of Rugby would have been in 
the early ó70ôs when a next door neighbor took me along to 
this place called ñBarely-moreò to see ñJeeps vs. Teachers.ò 
Turns pout the venue was (of course) Ballymore and it 
wasnôt a game pitting a bunch of army-surplus vehicles 
against a team of helpless educators but rather a heated 
clash between GPS and Teachers (who it turned out 
werenôt actually all teachers ï whoôd have thought!?!)

Four sprained ankles (actually one ankle sprained 4 
times),  a twice-broken nose, several concussions, torn ears 
and numerous other bumps and scrapes later (not to 
mention an ability level that fell short of my level of 
enthusiasm) my less than illustrious Rugby playing career 
was over. My love for the game remained but it was to be 
nearly another 20 years before I could get actively involved 
in the game again (albeit in an off-field role) when my son 
James started playing ï first for his primary school and then 
for Uni. Last year I took on the role of Team Manager as 
well as assistant Manager for the U14 New Zealand Tour 
(which meant cooking a lot of sausages, selling a lot of 
Raffle tickets and having an absolute ball!) and thoroughly 
enjoyed the chance to get involved in this great club.
